SA’s key role in Bali relief effort

South Australian emergency medical teams were swift to act following
the tragic event in Bali last October.

Led by the Royal Adelaide
Hospital’s Director of Trauma
Services, Dr Bill Griggs, the team
of specialists in trauma and
medical retrieval flew to Darwin in
specially equipped chartered
aircraft to treat and assess victims,
and arrange their repatriation to the
most appropriate places for
ongoing care.

They co-ordinated the transfer of
people to the Royal Darwin
Hospital, the urgent cases in the
purpose-equipped aircraft and
noncritical patients in a fleet of four
RAAF Hercules transports, which
flew to Perth, Brisbane, Sydney,
Adelaide and Melbourne. The initial
Royal Adelaide Hospital team
included Dr Peter Sharley (Acting
Director of Retrieval), Dr Bob
Edwards and Dr Roger Capps

(Senior Consultant Anaesthetists),
Dr Simon Hockley (Intensive Care
Registrar), Critical Care Registered
Nurses, Tammy Sleep and Peter
Lorimer, and the Burns Team of Dr
John Greenwood, (Director of the
Burns Unit), Dr Bernard Carney
(Burns Registrar) and Sheila
Kavanagh — Clinical Consultant to
the Burns Unit.

The Australasian Trauma Society
will conduct their conference at
the Adelaide Convention Centre
from October 23 to 24, and
presentations will include the
response to the Bali bombing.
Members of the Australian
Defence Force, who will discuss
provision of medical support in the
Iraq conflict, will be amongst the
wide range of representative
speakers from other groups.
