Exactly one year before the next Olympic Games, more than 900 people attended the Premier's
Games Appeal Dinner at the Adelaide Convention Centre, to a Hellenic theme, and in the presence of
the Governor of South Australia (Her Excellency Marjorie Jackson-Nelson), the Premier of South
Australia (The Hon. Mike Rann) and the Chairman of the South Australian Olympic Appeal Committee
(Mr Robert Gerard). Past and present Olympians were at the tables, including South Australia’s 1984
Olympic Gold Medallists, Mike Turtur (cycling) and Dean Lukin (weightlifting).

Decor, entertainment and menu followed the
theme appropriate to the host country for next
year’s Olympic Games, and the menu
demonstrated the versatility of our chefs,
featuring a Mezze Platter entree of octopus and
prawns, a main course of slow roasted leg of
lamb (Bouddin style), cheese spanakopita, and
dessert of nougat panna cotta with caramelised
brandied figs, followed by three varieties of Greek
confections.
